Bay City ... before it was Ashland

In 1857, Ashland was more a dream than a reality. In fact, in those days our
town was called Bay City. In June of 1857, when just a handful of people lived
here, Henry Merryweather, a civil and mine engineer from Ontonagon, Mich.,
drew this detailed plat map of the land that would become Ashland. Museum
volunteer Rose Knapp stands next to the map, and points to the details, which
can be viewed up close at the Ashland Historical Society Museum, located at
216 Main Street West. The museum is open from 10 a.A.p.m. Monday
Friday and from 10 a.m22 p.m. on Saturdays.
